Important	info	

• Bedrooms	are	basic	rooms	with	either	double	or	single	beds,	
shared	and	unshared.	

• Bathrooms	are	shared.	
• Unshared	rooms	incur	a	single	supplement	of	$300.	
• If	booking	a	single	bed,	you	will	need	to	bring	bedding.	Bring	a	

sleeping	bag,	or	sheets,	pillow	slip	and	quilt.	Pillows	are	
provided	for	all	beds.		

• BYO	towel	and	beach	towel.	
• Double	beds	have	linen	included	-	except	towels.

• Arrive	no	earlier	than	4pm,	and	before	6pm	if	possible	on	

Thursday	the	15th	February.	A	gate	code	is	provided	prior	to	
your	arrival.	

• Check	out	is	by	10am	on	Monday.	



• Parking	on	site.	Once	on	site,	follow	the	signs	to	Nurse’s	
Quarters	and	park	in	front	of	nurse’s	quarters	or	behind	
Isolation	Hospital.	

• In	addition	to	art	materials	/	clothes,	bring	hat,	walking	shoes,	
bathers,	toiletries.	

• BYO	wine.	
• Maximum	of	12	guests	including	non-painting	friends

Day	2,	Friday	Feb	16	
The	Uredale	Point	(former	Point	Possession)	Heritage	Trail	is	one	of	the	south	west's	truly	special	
walks.	It	takes	in	two	beaches,	a	short,	steep	climb	and	the	most	rewarding	view	over	the	
peninsula,	the	port	of	Albany	and	beautiful	beaches.	The	inspiration	and	sketches	from	this	walk	
kick	off	a	day	of	watercolour	demonstrations	and	critiques	with	Jude.		
	
	
Day	3,	Sat	Feb	17	
Painting	with	Jude	continues	in	the	spacious	hall	in	the	old	hospital.	Explore	the	Quaranup	site,	the	
lovingly	restored	stone	and	weatherboard	buildings	and	coastline	colours.	The	Lookout	trail	
provides	walkers	another	option	for	a	sunset	view.		
	
	
Day	4,	Sun	Feb	18	
Art	sessions	with	Jude	continue	all	day	with	the	option	to	explore	of	some	of	the	fascinating	historic	
features	of	the	site	such	as	the	wreck	of	the	Cheyne	II	Whale	Chaser	that	sits	in	shallow	water	just	
offshore.

An	easy	morning	enjoying	the	birdsong	and	views	with	check	out	by	10am.
